


A few words from Revd Ann 
 

As I write this we have just past the longest day, marking the end of 
Spring and the start of Summer, a time when many, especially 
children, will be looking forward to a holiday.   
As a child, I remember breaking up from school was something I 
always looked forward to, my birthday falls in the summer, a time of 
great excitement.  As an adult, commuting to work during the 
summer was always good because there was less traffic, so 
journeys to and from work were much easier.  Now I recognise how 

the warm sunny weather encourages us all to get out into our gardens or other green 
spaces. TV adverts encourage us to take a break, to go on holiday or simply take time 
away from our usual work routine, to take time to 
stop, rest, and reflect on the world around us.  
 

Even in the midst of Creation God knew the 
importance of rest, in chapter 2 of the book of 
Genesis we read,  
Heaven and Earth were finished, down to the last detail. 
By the seventh day God had finished his work. On the 
seventh day he rested from all his work. God blessed the 
seventh day. He made it a Holy Day. Because on that day 
he rested from his work, all the creating God had done. 
(The Message translation) 
 

God recognised the importance of rest and created the seventh day in the week a rest 
day a Holy day, a holiday. I remember, when across Britain everything stopped on a 
Sunday, shops were shut, nobody played sport, it was a day of rest from normal 
activity, which enabled people to use the free time to get together with family and 
friends. At the time the change was introduced I didn’t understand the relevance of the 
‘keep Sunday special’ campaign, only now do I recognise what we lost by allowing it 
to become just like any other day of the week.  Rabbi Jonathan Sacks, a former Chief 
Rabbi, suggested that “A society without a Sabbath is one in which we can be too 
busy making a living to have time to live”. 

The author Michelle Guinness recognises ‘A Sabbath rest, 
whenever we decide to take it, is a wonderful God-given 
opportunity to do the things we never normally have time to do, 
like spending hours over a meal, playing silly games, reading a 
good book, having a lunchtime nap, going for a long walk, talking 
to a spouse, a child or a friend without the pressure of the phone, 
email or next event.’ 
This summer, I pray we will all be able to find time for some 
Sabbath Rest, a time to stop, to listen to the birdsong, smell the 
flowers and watch the bees and butterflies as they move around 
our gardens and green spaces.

We have enjoyed successful 
sports days for both Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2, with fantastic participation from all pupils. Our 
older children have had the opportunity to compete against other local schools at the Edmo 
nscote athletics track, and we are delighted that several pupils have progressed to compete at an 
even higher level. Watching our children give their very best on the track is incredibly moving and 
makes us all immensely proud. It is also a wonderful reminder that every child can shine, not only in 
the classroom through Maths and English, but in many different areas of the curriculum. 
Our Key Stage 1 sports day was particularly memorable, with an all-time high level of parental 
participation. We were thrilled to see so many families joining in—so much so that we had to run 
several extra races to accommodate everyone! 
 
In addition to these events, children have taken part in a variety of sporting activities including 
taekwondo sessions, athletics and swimming, all of which enrich their experience and help promote 
healthy, active lifestyles. 
 
We also have a number of exciting trips planned to further enhance the children’s learning. These 
include boating on the River Leam and a visit to Ryton Pools. In June, our Year 4 pupils will take part 
in a special overnight camp on the school field, where they will learn valuable survival skills such as 
fire lighting, water purification and shelter building.

Finally, we are excitedly preparing for our Summer Festival on Saturday 27th June. This event will 
help us raise funds to improve and refurbish our outdoor play spaces for the children. Everyone is 
warmly invited to join us on the school field from 2pm—we would love to see you there.
